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Abstract

Five years of daily beach attendance was
collected for 75 beaches along the Southern
California coastline. Over 129 million beach
visits occurred each year, with 54% of visits
occurring at only 15 beaches. An average of 45%
of beach attendees swims in the coastal waters,
Beach attendance exhibits distinct patterns with
the calendar. The magnitude and distribution of
beach usage across the region produces data for
predictive modeling, beach management, tour-
ism, and public health.
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
